No money will be accepted thru the mail in registration!

Our region is committed to the AYSO philosophy of balanced teams. Balancing will apply to players ages eight and older and involves
distributing players on teams according to their age and number of years played in order to equalize team strengths. Every player is assured to
play 3/4 of the game during league play and Tournament play, unless the amount of players on the team does not permit or for disciplinary actions
which the Division Director, the Regional Commissioner & the Coach Administrator must approve. If this occurs, 1/2 game rule applies.

In addition to the above terms you must also agree to the following:

1. lunderstand that request of specific coaches or teammates will NOT be accepted. Only the head coach is guaranteed to have his or
her child(ren) on their own team.

2. lunderstand the head coach sets the days, times, and location of practices, and that my child is not guaranteed a certain time or place. |
will not be notified of the practice schedules until the season begins in August. (So don’t panic). Notification can occur as late as one
week prior to the first game.

3. lwill commit my child to ONE Saturday game every week for the entire soccer season unless they are in Tournament play. | will arrange
transportation to and from games in a timely manner.

4. 1 will notify my coach if my child cannot make a practice or a game as soon as possible.

5. lunderstand that if my child misses more than 5 games, for reasons other than injury, illness, (coaches discretion to ask for a doctor’'s
note) or a family emergency, that they shall NOT BE ELIGIBLE FOR ALL STARS.

6. | UNDERSTAND THAT NO TRANSFER OR SWITCHING OF TEAMS SHALL BE PERMITTED.

7. lunderstand that my child is placed in a division according to National Regulations, which is based on his/her birth date. Moving up a
division is at the discretion of the Regional Commissioner and/or the Registrar.

8. lunderstand SPACE IS LIMITED based on the number of volunteer coaches and referees.

9. lunderstand payment must be received and cleared our bank prior to refund or being placed on a team.

10. I understand in for the Under 10, 12, and 14 divisions, there will be an End of Season Tournament, which my child will participate in,
based on team points accrual. These divisions will play more than 10 games.

11. I understand in Under 6 and 8 divisions, teams will play 10 games.

12. Birth certificate will be required for ALL NEW PLAYERS OR PLAYERS who did not play last season!

13. New players and returning players who have moved, must show proof of Address by utility bill or parent’s driver’s license.
